ﬁ 2 Tell them that to call “bingo,” they must correctly

random and reading it out. The students must write

the student to sit back down. Warn students that
they cannot call “bingo” until you have drawn a new
letter.

5 The winning student can come to the front to draw
the letters until a new winner takes over.

VARIATION

You can make the activity more difficult by asking students
to complete all the letters typed with the left hand or the
right hand before calling “bingo.”
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
